The talk of the Fed tapering its bond buying program played a prominent role
in asset class returns during the quarter, culminating with the Federal Reserve
announcement that it would not begin to slow its asset purchase
program. The S&P 500 Index reached a new all-time high on the back of
the announcement, however, concerns over the looming sequester in
Washington and the possibility of a government shut-down caused markets to
sell off at the end of the quarter.

International developed markets led the way, outpacing both U.S. and
emerging equity markets during the third quarter. Economic data from the
Eurozone continues to trend positively, boosting investor confidence in the
region. Meanwhile, fixed income returns continued to lag equities as the ten
year treasury bond finished with a yield of 2.64% as compared to the second
quarter closing yield of 2.52%.

The U.S. economy continued to grow, as U.S. Real Gross Domestic Product
increased at an annualized rate of 2.5% during the second
quarter. Manufacturing remains strong, and U.S. consumer net worth reached
an all-time high of $74.8 trillion.

The unemployment rate in the U.S. fell to 7.3% in August. Contributing to
the reduction was a continuing decline in labor force participation.

Inflation remains muted, with the Consumer Price Index (CPI) increasing
0.1% during August and 1.5% year-over-year. Core CPI (CPI less the more
volatile food and energy components) rose 1.8% on a year-over-year basis.

Stocks enjoyed strong gains in the third quarter, buoyed by hopes for
continued monetary stimulus and a rebound in the global economy. Most
of the major stock indexes moved further into record territory before
pulling back late in the quarter due to investors’ concerns about impending
budget battles in Washington, which threatened to worsen the fiscal
headwinds confronting the economy.

Growth led value across all size segments during the third quarter
and is also leading year-to-date. The weaker performance by the interest
rate sensitive groups has impacted value-oriented stocks, while
outperformance by the consumer discretionary and healthcare sectors have
led to the strong gains in growth stocks.

For the third quarter, small caps finished up 10.2%, significantly
outpacing large caps, which returned 6.0%. Meanwhile, mid caps
returned 7.7%. The Russell 2000 Index is now up 27.7% thus far this
year, versus 24.3% for the Russell Mid Cap Index and 20.8% for the
Russell 1000 Index.

Most sectors rose during the period, with economically sensitive areas
generally outperforming more defensive areas. The materials sector led,
returning 10.3% during the quarter. Industrials and consumer
discretionary stocks also posted healthy gains. Dividend paying sectors
continued to be affected by rising interest rates. As such, utilities and
consumer staples were basically flat while telecommunications was the
only sector to decline.

International Equity Review
International equity markets posted robust returns for the quarter.
Equities in Europe were among the strongest performers as improving
economic data out of the region bolstered returns. Overall, equities in
developed markets outpaced emerging markets.

Value oriented stocks posted better results than growth stocks in
international markets. The developed market arena saw smaller cap
stocks outpace large caps, while within emerging markets large caps
posted superior returns.

Emerging markets rose this quarter but lagged developed markets.
Emerging market returns were muted through August but advanced after
the announcement in September that the Fed would delay the start of the
tapering of its bond buying program. Positive economic data out of China
led to equities in the country outperforming.

Equities in Japan moved higher for the period, although returns lagged
the strong gains in international markets. Gains were achieved despite
concerns regarding a sales tax increase, as solid economic data drove
investor sentiment.

The U.S. dollar was generally weak this quarter versus other
developed market currencies. The British pound, Japanese yen, and
euro all appreciated versus the U.S. dollar. Emerging market currencies
had mixed results, with the Indonesian rupiah falling sharply while the
South Korean won appreciated.

Interest rates trended higher during much of the quarter, as investors
began to prepare for the assumed start of Fed tapering. Ultimately, rates
fell during the final two weeks of the period after the Fed switched course
and ultimately opted not to slow its monthly purchase program.

The short end of the yield curve remained essentially anchored, while
longer maturities posted sharp losses due to increased uncertainty
regarding the Fed’s ongoing technical influence in the Treasury market.

Spreads tightened in the corporate space, with lower quality issues
leading the way higher. Financials were the best performing subsector on
a duration-adjusted basis. Bank loans also performed well, as increased
demand fostered a strong technical environment for floating rate
instruments.

Mortgage securities benefitted from news that the Fed would continue
to purchase $40 billion of MBS securities monthly. Commercial
mortgages also performed well, benefitting from an improved
environment for risk assets.

Outside of the U.S., higher yielding developed market sovereigns
outpaced safe haven assets as risk taking continued to be supported by
central bank policies. Emerging debt produced positive results but was
unable to recover second quarter losses.
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Alternatives Review
Alternative Index Returns Hedge funds moved higher during the period due to strong results

from equity and event driven managers. Special situation and
activist managers performed particularly well in the event space and
have produced returns in excess of 10% calendar year-to-date.
Macro/CTA managers continued to struggle during the quarter,
producing negative returns in all three months as systematic strategies
continued to be hurt by commodity exposure.

Commercial real estate markets continue to benefit from improved
operating fundamentals, limited new supply delivery, and investor
appetite for yield. Cap rates remain steady, near historically wide
spreads to treasury yields, providing continued support for improved
property valuations. Activity in the secondary and tertiary markets has
accelerated, although demand remains biased toward the primary core
markets.

Global property stocks rebounded, driven by improved economic
prospects in Europe and Asia. Regional results were mixed as U.S.
REITs (-3.1%) declined modestly, while Europe (10.1%) and Asia
(+7.3%) rallied.

Commodities rebounded in the quarter, with four of five major
subsectors posting positive returns. Precious metals posted the
strongest results (+9.0%), driven by geopolitical fears in the Middle
East and uncertainty surrounding U.S. monetary policy. Industrial
metals rallied (+4.3%) on improved economic and demand data from
China. Agricultural commodities weakened (-2.6%), as ideal weather
conditions drove expectations for record crop yields.
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Capital Market Themes

• Investors’ thoughts remain squarely focused on central bank activity. Recent attention has been centered
on the eventual timing and size of the Fed’s tapering of its bond buying program (“QE3”). Risk assets have
benefited from accommodative monetary policy but have been apt to consolidate at the hint of any pullback of
these policies.

• Continued momentum of equities has pushed valuations higher, although they remain, by and large, at
reasonable levels. Compared to fixed income assets, equities remain attractive, and persisting indications
of stronger economic data should continue to favor the asset class.

• Looking across developed markets, opportunities within international equities appear more favorable as
the economic situation within Europe has seen signs of stabilization.

• The emerging markets have encountered some near-term headwinds, most notably, slowing growth rates
and concerns surrounding foreign investment. However, the appealing long-term economic growth profiles
and reasonable valuations of the asset class bolster its appeal.

• Our expectations remain skewed toward higher rates longer term. As such, more flexible fixed income
mandates may possess attributes that are more appropriate for a rising rate environment.

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Manager Status Comments

Fixed Income

PIMCO:Tot Rtn;Inst (PTTRX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The PIMCO Total Return fund outpaced the Barclays Aggregate Index and ranked near the top of its peer group
during the third quarter. Interest rate strategies were positive for performance largely due to a focus on the three to five year
portion of the curve and an underweight to long maturities. TIPS exposure also contributed to results as breakeven rates
widened during the quarter. Performance in spread sectors was led by non-agency mortgages and financials in the corporate
space. An overall underweight to investment grade bonds partially offset gains as corporate securities outpaced similar
duration Treasury issues. Tactical positions in Japan also weighed on results as yields declined in the region. PIMCO
continues to position the portfolio conservatively with a preference for income over price appreciation. PIMCO believes
that risk premiums are fair to fully valued relative to their outlook and as a result they remain underweight corporate spread
product.

500 Index.

Diamond Hill Lg Cap;Y (DHLYX) Maintain 3Q 2013 - The Diamond Hill Large Cap strategy outperformed the Russell 1000 Value Index during the third quarter.
Relative to the benchmark, strong stock selection in the energy and industrials sectors boosted returns.  In energy, EOG
Resources and Cimarex Energy posted strong gains.  United Technologies, Boston Scientific and Dover Corp were also
strong performers during the period.  From a sector standpoint, an overweight to the consumer discretionary and industrials
sectors has a positive impact on performance.  Security selection in the information technology and consumer staples
sectors weighed on performance.  The portfolio’s food related businesses including ConAgra Foods and Sysco Corp, had a
negative impact.  ConAgra saw declines in volumes while Sysco reported earnings below expectations.  In the technology
sector, exposure to Microsoft hindered relative returns as the stock declined after the announcement that it would purchase
Nokia’s phone business.

MainStay:Lg Cap Gr;I (MLAIX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The Mainstay Large Cap Growth fund (managed by Winslow) significantly outperformed the Russell 1000
Growth Index during the third quarter.  The market started to shift in that company fundamentals were starting to be
rewarded and correlations among stocks declined.  Winslow’s focus on companies that can grow faster than the market was
beneficial as growth seemed to be rewarded during the quarter unlike in the first half of the year.  Stock selection in the
information technology sector was the largest contributor.  Salesforce.com was the top contributor as it returned over 35%
during the quarter after reporting strong financial results.  The consumer discretionary sector was also a bright spot for the
strategy as names like priceline.com, Best Buy and Ulta Salon posted double digit returns during the quarter.   In addition,
not owning the more defensive growth stocks such as Microsoft, Verizon, Coca-Cola and Philip Morris had a positive
impact on relative performance this quarter.

Earlier in the year Bart Wear, portfolio manager, retired from Winslow and Justin Kelly took over as the lead manager.
Since that time the team has remained stable and the strategy has posted strong absolute and relative returns.  Given the
strong performance and Kelly’s long tenure at the firm and as a portfolio manager, the fund has been moved back to
Maintain.

Aston:M&C Growth;N (MCGFX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The portfolio managed by Montag & Caldwell underperformed the Russell 1000 Growth Index during the third
quarter.  High quality stocks trailed low quality stocks this quarter and this has also been the pattern so far year-to-date.
This has been a headwind for Montag, given their focus on investing in high quality consistent growth stocks with strong
balance sheets.  Weighing on performance during the quarter was negative stock selection in the technology sector and in
the health care sector.  Within technology it was more about what the portfolio didn’t hold, including Facebook and Apple,
which both posted strong returns during the quarter.  However, not owning Apple has been beneficial on a year-to-date
basis.  An overweight to the consumer staples sector also detracted from performance during the period.  On the positive
side, favorable stock selection in the consumer discretionary sector added to results.  Among the names that did well were
Nike, Starbucks and TJX.

Boston Trust Small Cap (BOSOX) Maintain 3Q 2013 - The Boston Trust Small Cap Fund trailed the Russell 2000 Index in the third quarter. The Fund's high quality
approach faced some headwinds this quarter as stocks of companies with less stable profitability (lower quality)
outperformed the stocks of companies with more consistent returns on capital that Boston Trust favors.  Additionally, stocks
with no earnings outperformed profitable firms.  More specifically, stock selection in the consumer discretionary sector was
the largest detractor from returns during the quarter.  Within the sector, holdings in the specialty retail and the household
durables industries were the largest detractors.  Selection in the technology sector was also unfavorable, with Mellanox
Technologies and IPG Photonics serving as the two worst performing stocks in the portfolio this quarter.  On a positive
note, stock selection in the industrials sector helped, as did an underweight position in the underperforming financials
sector.

International Equity

Thornburg Intl Val;R6 (TGIRX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The Thornburg International Value Fund rose this quarter with results that slightly trailed the MSCI ACWI ex
USA Index.  Global equity markets rallied this quarter as signs of economic stability out of Europe emerged as well as the
Fed’s decision not to taper its bond buying program.  The Fund benefited from strong stock selection while allocation
decisions detracted from results.  In particular, the Fund benefited from superior stock selection in the information
technology sector.  Among the top contributors within the sector was the leading internet search company in China, Baidu.
The underweight to Spain was a headwind this quarter, as stocks within the country benefited from improved investor
sentiment toward Europe.  Also detracting from results were holdings in the materials sector, where Potash was among the
biggest detractors from results.  As of the end of the quarter, the Fund has the largest allocation to consistent earners at over
43 percent of the portfolio.  Making up the rest of the allocation are basic value stocks over 39 percent, emerging franchises
at 14 percent, and cash making up the difference.

American Funds EuPc;R-6 (RERGX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The American Funds EuroPacific Growth Fund posted strong gains this quarter but slightly trailed the MSCI
ACWI ex USA Index.  It was a good quarter for equity markets across the globe, led by strength in European equities as
signs of economic stability helped stocks in the region.  The Fund’s results benefited from the overweight allocation to
Eurozone companies.  Stock selection within this segment also added to relative results.  Among the top contributors to
results was the German bank, Commerzbank.  Despite posting solid gains, emerging market equities continued to lag
developed markets for the period.  Overall, stock selection within emerging markets was positive for the period while the
removal of the overweight to the region neutralized the allocation impact.  Among the biggest detractors to results was the
cash position that averaged 5.6 percent.  Also detracting from results was the underweight allocation and weak stock
selection in the materials sector.   It was announced that Stephen Bepler, one of the 10 portfolio counselors, will retire later
this year.

Van Eck:Gl Hard Asst;I (GHAIX) Maintain 3Q 2013 – The Van Eck Global Hard Asset Fund rallied in the period and outperformed its target benchmark significantly.
Hard asset commodities and their corresponding equity sectors rebounded on evidence of stabilized growth expectations in
Europe and China. The fund’s relative results were driven by strong stock selection in the Oil & Gas Exploration &
Production, and Diversified Metals & Mining subsectors.  Exposure to companies seeking unconventional energy sources,
notably Cimarex Energy, Concho Resources, and Pioneer Natural Resources, were the top contributors.  The team has held
this thematic exposure to unconventional energy sources for some time.  In addition, a focus on mining companies
demonstrating tangible evidence of successful restructuring was positive.  The majority of miners were slow to react to
shifting demand conditions, and have struggled as emerging market demand has declined.   The Fund continues to maintain
a more diversified exposure to natural resource equities relative to the S&P North America Resource Index, which is
heavily weighted toward the energy sector.  The team maintains a general constructive outlook on the global economy and
subsequent growth in resource demand in the mid to long-term.  Their focus will continue to be on regions and sectors
where relative value exists and demand drivers are present.

3Q 2013 – The Mainstay Large Cap Growth fund (managed by Winslow) significantly
outperformed the Russell 1000 Growth Index during the third quarter.  The market started to shift
in that company fundamentals were starting to be rewarded and correlations among stocks
declined.  Winslow’s focus on companies that can grow faster than the market was beneficial as
growth seemed to be rewarded during the quarter unlike in the first half of the year.  Stock
selection in the information technology sector was the largest contributor.  Salesforce.com was the
top contributor as it returned over 35% during the quarter after reporting strong financial results.
The consumer discretionary sector was also a bright spot for the strategy as names like
priceline.com, Best Buy and Ulta Salon posted double digit returns during the quarter.   In
addition, not owning the more defensive growth stocks such as Microsoft, Verizon, Coca-Cola and
Philip Morris had a positive impact on relative performance this quarter.

Earlier in the year Bart Wear, portfolio manager, retired from Winslow and Justin Kelly took over
as the lead manager.  Since that time the team has remained stable and the strategy has posted
strong absolute and relative returns.  Given the strong performance and Kelly’s long tenure at the
firm and as a portfolio manager, the fund has been moved back to Maintain.

Investment Philosophy This strategy combined traditional and non-traditional fixed income techniques to provide total return, income an 

downside protection. The Fund seeks to use multiple alpha source to create returns that are uncorrelated to 
traditional fixed income markets and can provide good returns in a variety of interest rate environments. 

Process The Fund is managed using a risk budgeting approach. The portfolio managers meet initially to develop 
macroecnomic and thematic views on the market. This view establishes the baseline risk allocation and will be 
used to asses return potential and carry across potential sectors. The portfolio managers will then work with sector 
specialists to develop trade ideas that fit the risk guidelines that were established. Each position fits into traditional 
fixed income, absolute return, or macro buckets. Traditional trades tend to include beta exposure to virtually all 
sectors of the fixed income market while absolute return tend to be more beta neutral, alpha driven trades. This 
may include long short relative vlaue, capital structure arbritrage, and systematic trading. Rieder and Miller are 
responsible for the macro portfolio and it is used to compliment the other risk exposures in the Fund and is the 
main source for overall duration management. The portfolio managers expect to add value over time through 
strategic asset allocation, decision timing with regards to sector rotation, and security selection. The portfolio 
managers meet daily with sector specialists and members of the risk management group to review the portfolio. 

Portfolio Construction The portfolio has the abillity to invest in virtually all fixed income markets using both cash and derivative based 
techniques. The Fund can invest in all fixed income sectors and credit qualities provided that it stays within the 
stated risk budget. Portfolio duration can range from -2 to 7 years but since inception has typically been in the 1 to 
4 year range. Treasuries, agency MBS, investment grade corporates, and high yield corporates have historially 
been the largest allocations in the portfolio. The team seeks to have no biases but rather always seek the best 
relative value opportunities.

Risk Controls Risk is controlled primarily through the risk budgeting approach which seeks to limit the contribution to risk from 
any one sector or factor. The portfolio managers review the "dashboard" daily, a proprietary tool developed by the 
firms risk management group. Two members of the risk management team are dedicated to the product.

Investment Philosophy This strategy uses a relative value approach across traditional and alternative fixed income markets in an effort to 

build an absolute return portfolio. The portfolio manager believes that focusing on market inefficiencies while 
always maintaining appropriate liquidity can lead to attractive total returns and provide an effective hedge to the 
downside. 

Process The Fund is overssen by the Senior Investor and Operating Committee. The committee is responsible for asset 
allocation, macroeconomic conclusions and implementation, and risk control. The CIO and portfolio team meet 
regularly to discuss market tends and develop sector level investment themes. This analysis is a key input in 
determining the Fund's overall risk profile and the directionality of investment decisions. The committee seeks to 
identify the most attractive beta strategies (tactical rotation of sector exposure), alpha strategies (uncorrelated total 
return opportunites) and portfolio hedges. Once determined, the team relies heavily upon different teams at the 
firm for security selection and implementation. Each sleeve of the portfolio has a different goal and provides a 
different types of risk. Beta strategies seek to provide maximum risk adjusted returns while alpha or relative value 
strategies attempt to profit from relative price discrepancies across markets. The portfolio is ultimately built with a 
close eye on risk management to ensure that all trades and sub portfolios are size appropriately and contribute an 
appropriate level of risk to the portfolio.

Portfolio Construction The portfolio has the abillity to invest in virtually all fixed income markets using both cash and derivative based 
techniques. The portfolio is benchmark agnostic and given a high focus on liquidity typically has an allocation to 
cash. Duration can range -2 to 5 years but since inception has been between 0.5 and 2 years. The portfolio is 
subject to limits regarding exposure to certain sectors of the market but the guildelines provide for great flexibility. 

Risk Controls Risk is an integral part of the portfolio management process, especially given the portfolios capital preservation 
approach. The portfolio team uses extensive scenario analysis and works very closely with the firm's Independent 
Risk Analytics Team to understand daily risk and volatility in the portfolio.

STRATEGY SUMMARY

Investment Philosophy This strategy is an absolute return oriented, investment grade quality fixed income portfolio that embodies 
PIMCO's secular thinking, global themes, and integrated investment process without constraints of a benchmark.  

Process The fund's top-down investment process begins with an annual secular forum where a 3- to 5-year outlook for the 
global economy and interest rates is developed. Quarterly meetings are then held to discuss how the outlook 
applies to upcoming three to twelve month periods and to forecast specific influencing factors, including interest 
rate volatility, yield curve movements and credit trends. Taken together, these sessions set the basic portfolio 
parameters, including duration, yield-curve positioning, sector weightings and credit quality. Bottom-up strategies, 
including credit analysis, quantitative research and individual issue selection, are then meshed with the top-down 
strategies to add value. PIMCO, at times, may use futures to replicate bond positions in an attempt to gain the 
opportunity to outperform physical bond securities due to the relative pricing of the futures contracts and PIMCO's 
active management of the collateral backing the futures. 

Portfolio Construction The portfolio guidelines for this strategy were written to provide the portfolio manager with as much leeway 
possible given the portfolios benchmark agnostic approach. The portfolio can have unlimited allocations to 
government securities, mortgages, investment grade credit, and non-US developed. The portfolio can also have 
allocations of up to 40% in high yield and 50% in emerging market debt. The portfolio is however required to 
maintain overall investment grade quality. Duration is also allowed a wide band and can range from -3 to 8 years. 

Risk Controls PIMCO has a portfolio risk oversight team responsible for implementing and enhancing portfolio risk reporting and 
oversight processes for PIMCO's offices around the world. PIMCO utilizes an extensive library of proprietary 
analytical software to help quantify risks and had measurements at the portfolio and individual security levels with 
respect to duration, liquidity and credit quality/diversification to manage those risks.

Investment Philosophy The Global Fixed Income team's approach is value driven, active and strategic. It focuses on finding value through 
a combination of above average real interest rates and an undervalued currency. Research is focused in areas 
where existing economic and market conditions enable that value to be realized in a short time frame.

Process The initial universe is comprised of sovereign debt and currencies in the index as well as the corporate and MBS 
securities in those countries. The process begins with a macro-economic analysis on a country by country basis in 
order to rank them based on opportunities. Further analysis is focused on countries with the highest real interest 
rates as inflation adjusted yield is the team's primary measure of value. Inflation trends, political risks, monetary 
trends, business cycle and liquidity measures are all considered. Currency valuations are examined next relative to 
their historic averages.  Ideal situations are countries with high real rates combined with appreciating currencies 
(the team will hedge any currencies they feel are overvalued). The majority of investments are made in sovereign 
debt, however when the market overestimates credit risk, spread sectors may provide attractive opportunities. 
Individual security selection is a residual of the country and currency selection process. Spread product analysis is 
conducted by both quantitative and fundamental analysts on the team and only those securities that present 
significant value are added to the portfolio. Yield curve analysis, desired durations and wideness of spreads 
relative to government issues are all considered. Allocations to high yield and emerging markets are made on a 
tactical basis. 

Portfolio Construction The portfolio is constructed from the top down by first identifying attractive countries and currencies. The portfolio 
is typically concentrated in 8-14 countries deemed to have the best total return potential. Duration is typically 
intermediate to long in countries where real interest rates are high. 

Risk Controls The investment team focuses on the absolute value of securities and markets in which they invest. Risk is viewed 
as combination of price and information risk. The goal is to take on very little price risk by purchasing only 
undervalued securities while mitigating information risk through comprehensive analysis.

STRATEGY SUMMARY

Investment Philosophy The fund emphasizes a bottom-up approach to its investment decisions. Portfolios are constructed with a highly 
diversified focus and with a bias toward value, as opposed to momentum. Value determination is made across 
relevant risk factor dimensions including country, currency, curve, sector and specific credit. For hedged global 
portfolios, the belief is that excess returns can be narrowed down to these factors. While diversification is the 
principal risk control method, portfolios are constantly monitored for tracking error. 

Process The portfolio construction effort is team-managed with an emphasis on credit-research driven investing. Formal 
macro-economic reviews occur on a weekly basis, followed by the identification of specific opportunities within 
sector teams made up of portfolio managers, traders and analysts. Analysts conduct fundamental credit reviews to 
identify trends and credit rating direction. Traders evaluate risk/return tradeoff in the context of current market 
conditions. Finally, PMs filter recommendations from the Sector teams and construct and modify client portfolios 
based on individual risk/return objectives and within portfolio guidelines. The entire global bond product team 
conducts regular reviews through daily collaboration and more formal weekly discussions. Currency exposure 
favors countries or regions with strong world exports, increasing profitability and productivity, and stable balance of 
payments and current account deficit. A quantitative research and risk analysis group, reporting into the CIO, 
supports the entire process through model and quantitative work.

Portfolio Construction The fund utilizes quasi-govt/agency securities, corporate credits, and ABS securities in the portfolio construction 
process. Highlighted in this process are the following key elements: Local and national bond mkt selection, yield 
curve positioning, currency exposure selection, sector selection, and industry and issue selection. Sector selection 
is guided by respective sector teams (High Yield, Mortgage-backed, etc.) and issue selection by the 
recommendations made by analysts. The portfolio will opportunistically allocate to credit and securitized sectors of 
the global fixed income markets. 

Risk Controls The firm utilizes proprietary analytic systems to monitor risk at the portfolio level, the product/mandate level, and 
across the entire fixed income organization. Risk Management and Risk Analysis groups take a quantitative 
approach to assess market, issue specific, and structural risk. They utilize the firm's Global Risk Model (“GRM”) to 
address the three primary sources of risk: Currency, Yield curve, and Spread volatility.

STRATEGY SUMMARY

Investment Philosophy The Templeton Global Bond Fund uses a research-driven, value-based approach to identify sources of high 
current income worldwide through investments in global interest rates, currency and sovereign credits. The fund's 
core belief is that fundamental country research is the principal driver in identifying imbalances in the sovereign 
bond environment. Managers believe that value lies in accurately assessing country ratings, foreign exchange 
imbalances, and relative sovereign debt spreads. The funds allocations can include both developed and emerging 
markets with a principal focus on government and government-related issuance.

Process The team utilizes a top down approach that focuses on macroeconomic factors like inflation, currency, interest rate 
levels, growth rates, and political climate. Country analysts working out of the SanMateo office track global macro 
themes as well as country fundamentals, and utilize regional specialists in London, New York, Brazil, India, China, 
Dubai and Korea to support their research. The group utilizes quantitative tools (interest rate and currency models) 
to screen through the all countries that have functioning fixed income and currency markets. They actively follow 
over 60 markets from which they screen investments for the portfolio. Weekly discussions are conducted to identify 
new ideas and assess current positions, which the portfolio management staff translate into balancing country 
weightings in addition to targetting specific ranges for duration, currency and cash.

Portfolio Construction The portfolio is constructed from a macro perspective and normally invests at least 80% of net assets in bonds of 
any maturity, and can also invest in currencies via the spot or forward markets to express their country & currency 
biases. The fund typically holds positions in 25-30 countries with exposures in 20-25 currencies. Currency holdings 
are limited by way of USD-denominated investments and currency hedging. The average position in any single 
market is typically less than 5% of the fund, though the PM has brought single market exposure up to a high of 
10% in the past. The fund invests in Emerging market sovereigns as well as developed markets though below 
investment grade holdings are limited to 25% of holdings. The average time horizon on any investment is 1-3 yrs.

Risk Controls The fund controls risk through diversifying holdings across markets, regions and common currency exposures. 
They have a 25% cap on below investment grade investments. Concentrated positions are avoided (no more than 
10% in any single country). Franklin Templeton's internal risk management group monitors exposures in the fund 
as well.

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Report Glossary

Style Map - Using returns based style analysis, the style map is an effective tool to gauge the adherence of a fund to its style mandate. 
The trend of the style plots allows the viewer to identify style drift, or lack thereof.  The smaller sized plots represents earlier time periods, 
while the larger plots represent the most recent.

Standard Deviation - A gauge of risk that measures the spread of the difference of returns from their average.  The more a portfolio's 
returns vary from its average, the higher the standard deviation.

Beta – Indicates the level of risk relative to a benchmark.  It expresses the sensitivity of the fund's return to a change in the return of the 
market benchmark, based on regression analysis of the return history of both. Ex: a beta of 1.2 indicates that if the benchmark return is 
1% in the next period, it is likely that the portfolio's return will be +1.2%.

Alpha - Represents the difference between a fund's actual performance and expected performance given its market sensitivity or Beta. 
Alpha is used as a measure of value added by a fund.  A positive alpha indicates that a fund performed better than its Beta would predict.

R-Squared - This number reflects the percentage of a fund's movements that can be explained by movements in its comparative 
benchmark.  An R-squared of 100 indicates that all movements of a fund can be explained by movements in the benchmark.

Sharpe Ratio - A risk/return measure which indicates the fund's excess return per unit of total risk as measured by standard deviation.  It is 
the ratio of the fund's returns in excess of the risk free rate to the standard deviation of the fund's returns in excess of the risk free rate. 
The greater the Sharpe Ratio, the better.

Batting Average - Measures the percentage frequency with which the fund has beaten the benchmark over a given time frame.  It is the 
ratio between the number of periods where the manager outperforms a benchmark and the total number of periods.

Information Ratio - A risk/return, or efficiency measure, used to estimate the value added by an investment manager.  It is the ratio of 
annualized return over annualized standard deviation.

Down Market Capture Ratio - A measure of the manager's performance in down markets.  The lower the manager's down market capture 
ratio, the better the manager protected capital during a market decline.  Ex: a value of 90 suggests that a manager's losses were only 90% 
of the market loss when the market was down.  A negative down market capture ratio indicates that a manager's returns rose while the 
market declined.

Up Market Capture Ratio - A measure of the manager's performance in up markets.  The higher the manager's up market capture ratio, 
the better the manager capitalized on a rising market.  Ex: a value of 110 suggests the manager captured 110% of the market when the 
market was up.  A negative up market capture ratio indicates that a manager's returns fell while the market rose.

Semi Standard Deviation - A measure of risk using only the variance of returns below a target rate of zero.
