 In the rebalancing section of the IPS, reference is made to an “Investment Advisor” and “Investment Manager”, however 
these terms are not defined within the Assignment of Responsibilities section of the IPS.   We presume the intent is to 
draw reference to the “Investment Consultant”, which is a defined term. 

  

 

 

 

Investment Policy Statement: 

Considerations for Change 
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State Supreme Courts Weigh Pension Reforms 

State and local governments have tried to solve their growing pension-funding gaps by curtailing benefits. According to the 
National Association of State Retirement Administrators, approximately 29 states have cut the cost-of-living adjustments to 
current or former employees. 

Illinois Supreme Court struck down the state’s 2013 pension overhaul designed to rein in pension benefits. 

The Illinois law was designed to address retirement costs by reducing cost-of-living increases for retirees, raising the retirement 
age for younger workers, and capping the size of pensions. 

 High court affirmed a decision by the state circuit court that the legislative changes “violated pension 
protections written into the state constitution.” 

The Oregon Supreme Court reversed a core element of that state’s 2013 pension overhaul, ruling that annual cost-of-      
living adjustment cuts to the retired workforce were unconstitutional. 

According to Oregon’s PERS, the 2013 legislation would have lowered liabilities at Oregon’s largest pension plan by $5 billion. 

 Court’s decision applies to retired pensioners who had their cost-of-living adjustments reduced as part of 
legislation passed in 2013. 

Other states, including Colorado and Florida, have upheld laws cutting benefits. 

 The courts determined that legal protections that apply to state employee pension benefits are a matter of state, rather than 
federal, law. 

 Florida Supreme Court upholds law requiring state workers to contribute three percent of pay to state 
pension plan, while Colorado’s Supreme Court upholds cost-of-living adjustment reductions for actives and 
retirees.

INVESTMENT POLICY STATEMENT 
 
 
 

July 2015 
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Introduction & Purpose 

The Town of Trumbull Retirement PlanEmployee Pension Plan (the “Plan”) has been 
established to provide retirement benefits to those individuals eligible to receive 

them by authority of the Charter of the Town of Trumbull Charter Section 16 .  This 
policy statement outlines the goals and investment objectives for the Plan. This 
document is intended to provide guidelines for managing the Plan, and to outline 
specific investment policies that will govern how those goals are to be achieved. This 
statement: 

 Describes the investment objectives of the Plan; 
 Defines the responsibilities of the Pension Board and other parties responsible 

for the management of the Plan; 
 Establishes investment guidelines regarding the selection of investment 

managers and diversification of assets; 
 Specifies the criteria for evaluating the performance of the investment 

managers and of the Plan as a whole.  

Investment Objective 

The Plan’s assets shall be invested in accordance with sound investment practices 
that emphasize long-term investment fundamentals. In establishing the investment 
objectives of the Plan, the Pension Board (the “Board”) has taken into account the 
financial needs and circumstances of the Plan, the time horizon available for 
investment, the nature of the Plan’s cash flows and liabilities, and other factors that 

affect their risk tolerance. Consistent with this, the Board has determined that the 
investment of these assets shall be guided by the following underlying goals: 

 To achieve the stated actuarial target of the Plan; 
 To maintain sufficient liquidity to meet the obligations of the Plan; 
 To diversify the assets of the Plan in order to reduce risk;  
 To achieve investment results over the long-term that compare favorably with 

those of other pension plans, professionally managed portfolios and of 
appropriate market indexes.  

Assignment of Responsibilities 
 
Pension Board – The Pension Board is charged with the responsibility of overseeing 
the assets of the Plan.  To that end, the Board’s responsibilities include:  establishing 
and maintaining the Plan’s investment policy, objectives and portfolio guidelines with 
respect to asset allocation, risk parameters, and return evaluation and for specific 
interpretation of said investment policy, as well as selecting the investment vehicles, 
and periodically monitoring the performance of investments. The Board, however, 
may establish rules or other resolutions governing its investment policy and may 
delegate to the Board members or agents the authority to act.  The Board will meet 
quarterly and may also call special meetings as requiredperiodically.  The Board shall 
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discharge its duties with the care, skill, prudence and diligence appropriate to the 
circumstances then prevailing.  The Board recognizes that some risk must be assumed 
to achieve the Plan’s long-term investment objectives.   
 
Investment Consultant – The Board may engage the services of an Investment 
Consultant.  The Investment Consultant’s role is that of a non-discretionary advisor to 
the Board.  The Investment Consultant will assist in the development and periodic 
review of an Investment Policy Statement and the Plan’s asset allocation, conduct 
manager searches when necessary, monitor the performance of the managers/funds, 

and communicate on other matters of relevance to the oversight of the Plan. 
 
Custodian – The Custodian is responsible for the safekeeping and custody of assets.  
The Custodian will physically (or through agreement with a sub-custodian) maintain 
possession of securities owned by the Plan, collect dividends and interest payments, 
redeem maturing securities, and effect receipt and delivery following purchases and 
sales.  The Custodian may also perform regular accounting of all assets owned, 
purchased, or sold, as well as movement of assets into and out of the Plan accounts 
(for example, to accommodate distribution needs). 
 

Asset Allocation 
 
The asset allocation target ranges set forth in the below table Appendix A represent a 
long-term view.  Short-term market volatility may cause the asset mix to fall outside 
the targeted range.

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Rebalancing 
 
The Board, in consultations with its investment advisor, shall direct the rebalance of 
the Portfolio to its normal targets. at its discretion, may or may not institute 
rebalancing as necessary.  Such adjustments should be executed with consideration to 
turnover, transaction costs, and realized losses over the long term under the following 
procedures.  The necessity to rebalance will be reviewed periodically. 
 

1. The investment manager will use incoming cash flow (contributions) or 

outgoing money movements (disbursements) of the Portfolio to realign the 
current weightings closer to target weightings for the Portfolio. 

 
2. The investment manager may provide a rebalancing recommendation at any 

time. 
 

3. The investment manager shall act within a reasonable period of time to 
evaluate deviation from these ranges. 

 
 

Selection Criteria for Investment Managers 

Investment managers/funds retained by the Plan shall be chosen using various 
criteria, including but not limited to the following: 

 Past results, considered relative to appropriate indexes and other investments 
having similar investment objectives.  Consideration shall be given to both 
consistency of performance and the level of risk taken to achieve results;  

 The investment style and discipline of the investment manager;  
 How well the manager’s investment style or approach complements other 

assets in the Plan;  
 Level of experience, personnel turnover, financial resources, and staffing levels 

of the investment management firm or fund.  

The Plan will utilize a multi-manager structure of complementary investment styles 
and asset classes to invest the Plan’s assets. 

Should additional contributions and/or market value growth permit, the Board may 

retain additional investment managers to invest the assets of the Plan. Additional 
managers would be expected to diversify the Plan by investment style, asset class, 
and management structure and thereby enhance the probability of the Plan achieving 
its long-term investment objectives. 
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Securities Guidelines 
 
The Plan’s investments may include separately managed accounts and/or mutual 
funds/co-mingled funds, including marketable and non-marketable alternatives and 
exchange traded funds.  The Board understands that managers have full responsibility 
for security selection, diversification, turnover and allocation of holdings among 
selected securities and industry groups, as particularly detailed in the Investment 
Policy Statement of each of the Plan’s separately managed accounts or in the 
prospectus/offering memorandum for each mutual fund/co-mingled fund/exchange 

traded fund in the portfolio.  No securities will be purchased, or carried, on margin.   
 
 
With respect to mutual/co-mingled funds, the Board will consider the following to 
insure proper diversification and function for each of the funds: 
 
1. The mutual fund/co-mingled pool organizations selected should demonstrate:     

(a) a clearly defined investment philosophy; (b) a consistent investment process; 
(c) an experienced and stable organization; and (d) cost-effectiveness.  

 
2. The mutual fund/co-mingled pool used will generally have at least a full three-

year track record, or its equivalent, and the individual fund/pool must have at 
least $25 million under management (or, as an organization, $100 million in the 
same strategy) at the time of selection. 

 
3. Each mutual fund/co-mingled pool will be regularly evaluated for proper diversity 

and each will provide material information on a timely basis. 
 

4. With respect to hedge fund-of-funds, in addition to meeting each of the three 
above-specified criteria, each fund-of-funds will include an appropriate number of 
hedge fund managers to be considered well diversified (?).  Investment strategies 
in hedge fund-of-funds may generally include:  long/short U.S. equity, global 
equity, derivatives, distressed debt and other fixed income strategies, currency 
exposure, arbitrage and event driven strategies, and additional strategies with low 
correlation to traditional asset classes.  

 

Proxy Voting 

Each investment manager is responsible for and empowered to exercise all rights, 
including voting rights, as are acquired through the purchase of securities, where 
practical.  Each investment manager shall vote proxies in the best interest of the 
Town of Trumbull Employee.  A copy of each firm’s guidelines, and/or summary of 
proxy votes shall be provided to the Board upon request.

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Investment Monitoring and Reporting 
 
The Board will periodically review performance of the investments in the Plan on 
a quarterly basis.  Performance monitoring is the mechanism for revisiting the 
investment selection process and confirming that the criteria originally satisfied 
remain intact and that an investment continues to be appropriate for the Plan.  
While frequent change is neither expected nor desirable, the process of 
monitoring investment performance relative to specified guidelines is an on-going 
process. 

 
Monitoring should occur on a quarterly periodic basis.  The monitoring process will 
utilize the same criteria that formed the basis of the investment selection 
decision.  In addition, a set of “watch list criteria” may be employed to track 
important quantitative and qualitative elements, assist in the evaluation process, 
and focus the Board on potential areas of concern. 
 
Watch list criteria may include the following: 
 

 Performance relative to benchmark performance over various time 
frames; 

 Deterioration of risk-adjusted performance; 

 Notable style drift / change in investment objective; 

 High manager fees relative to peers; 

 Significant organizational or manager change. 
 

Termination of an Investment Manager or Fund 
 
A manager/fund may be terminated when the Board has lost confidence in the 
manager's ability to: 

 Achieve performance and risk objectives; 

 Comply with investment guidelines; 

 Comply with reporting requirements; 

 Maintain a stable organization and retain key investment professionals. 
 
There are no hard and fast rules for manager termination. However, if the 
investment manager has consistently failed to adhere to one or more of the 
above conditions, termination may be considered. Failure to remedy the 
circumstances of unsatisfactory performance by the manager/fund, within a 

reasonable time, may be grounds for termination. 
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Any recommendation to terminate a manager/fund will be treated on an individual 
basis, and will not be made solely based on quantitative data. In addition to 
those above, other factors may include, but shall not be limited to, professional 
or Town of Trumbull Employee turnover, or material change to investment 
processes.  
 
The process for selecting a replacement for a terminated manager would follow 
the criteria outlined in the section of this Investment Policy Statement titled 
Selection Criteria for Investment Managers. 

 
Environmental Social Governance  

 
Meeting the long term funding requirements of the Town of Trumbull Retirement 
Plan is the top priority. Consistent with this goal is to pursue a policy of 
responsible investing. A growing body of academic research supports the practice 
of incorporating environmental social and governance (ESG) factors and other 
standard financial analysis when evaluating investment opportunities. ESG 
factors may help identify potential opportunities and risks. The Board encourages 
its managers to adopt principles of responsible investing into their analytical 
processes. Responsible investing focuses on improving long term, risk adjusted 
returns of the portfolio and does not apply exclusionary screens against specific 
companies or sectors. Relevant ESG factors will vary by industry and should be 
applied appropriately.   

Approval 

It is understood that this investment policy is to be reviewed annually periodically by 
the Pension Board to determine if any revisions are warranted by changing 
circumstances including, but not limited to, changes in financial status, risk 
tolerance, or changes involving the investment managers.

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Unemployment and Wages
Global growth expectations remain somewhat
constrained. The IMF recently revised its expectation
for 2015 downward to 3.3% from 3.5%, although the
forecast for 2016 endures at a more robust 3.8% rate.

Recent “headline” events (i.e. Greece & China) have
not deterred the accommodative stances of central
banks overseas, but the ensuing uncertainty has called
into question the timing and tempo of the Fed’s widely
anticipated rate hike campaign.

Economic activity in the U.S. persists at an uneven
pace. Recent labor market data, widely thought to be
key in the Fed’s ongoing assessment of the economy,
has presented somewhat of a mixed bag (consensus
level job gains offset by flat wages). However, more
encouraging readings on the consumer confidence and
manufacturing fronts might be setting the stage for
stronger growth in the year’s second half.

The economic picture overseas is generally
encouraging. Stimulative central bank postures, the
trade advantages to potentially be drawn from
lingering dollar strength, and low energy prices could
prove to be beneficial.

International equity markets marginally outpaced
their U.S. counterparts. In addition to the factors
highlighted immediately above, improving corporate
profitability helped returns. U.S. stocks generated
only the barest of positive returns as corporate
earnings growth moderated, accentuated by
uninspiring economic data.

Higher interest rates dampened fixed income returns.
The asset‐backed and high yield segments of the
markets proved to be the quarter’s return leaders, the
latter benefiting from comparatively wide spreads and
lower than market duration.

Large cap stocks were essentially flat for the quarter, with little preference for value or growth; however, 
growth stocks have significantly outpaced their value counterparts over the past year as health care 
stocks, which are more prevalent in the growth benchmarks, continue to push higher on the back of strong 
M&A activity and the Supreme Court’s favorable ruling.

The broad developed market index modestly lagged the emerging markets index in the quarter, as 
concerns about Greece overshadowed stronger economic data. However, an increased willingness to 
return capital to shareholders and easy monetary policy pushed Japanese equities higher. Emerging 
market equities posted modest gains despite increased volatility in the Chinese equity markets.  

Higher interest rates generally proved detrimental to fixed income returns, with more pronounced effects 
for longer dated paper.  Marginal incremental returns were achieved within certain segments of the asset 
backed security and high yield arenas.

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Manager Status Comments

Fixed Income

Met West:Total Return;Pl (MWTSX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The MetWest Total Return fund produced negative absolute results but outpaced its benchmark and most peers
during the second quarter. Rising interest rates and widening investment grade credit spreads led to negative absolute
results across broad fixed income markets. Outperformance was largely driven by a short duration position and an
underweight position in corporate credit. Positions in non-agency mortgages once again contributed to performance for
the fund as the sector continued to benefit from improving fundamentals. ABS positions rounded out the list of
contributors as the sector provided protection from rising rates. The portfolio’s yield curve positioning had a slight negative
impact on results as the Fund was biased toward the 7-10 year part of the curve. Portfolio positioning was mostly
unchanged during the period although MetWest slightly added to duration and will continue doing so as rates rise. Overall
positioning remains conservative as the team believes that the credit cycles is exhibiting signs of a later stage. Securitized
exposure remains a focus over corporate credit with overweight allocations to high quality ABS and CMBS.

WA Core Plus Bond;IS (WAPSX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The Western Asset Core Plus portfolio produced negative absolute results and slightly trailed the Barclays
Aggregate Index during the second quarter. Duration and yield curve positioning were the leading detractors as the
portfolio was hurt by rising rates and a steeper curve. Security selection was positive in most areas of the portfolio and
helped offset the impact of an overweight to corporate bonds and an underweight to agency MBS which detracted. Out of
benchmark exposure to non-agency MBS and high yield bonds were among the top contributors during the period.
Western continues to anticipate modest growth in the U.S. economy. Given that outlook, the team continues to
overweight spread sectors with strong fundamentals including high yield corporates with an emphasis on the energy
sector. Interest rate positioning will continue to be tactical with a bias toward a longer profile and an overweight to longer
maturities.

BlackRock:Str Inc Opp;I (BSIIX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The BlackRock Strategic Income Opportunities Fund posted negative absolute results but outpaced broad fixed
income markets during the second quarter. Returns were weak throughout the quarter although the majority of negative
returns came during June. Negative returns were caused by rising interest rates as the Fund remained exposed to the three
and five year parts of the curve. The majority of the portfolio’s duration comes from investment grade credit, municipal
bonds, and emerging market positions which offset negative exposure to Treasury yields. Absolute return strategies in
Europe and the portfolio’s macro strategies (equity and FX exposures) were leading detractors in June. Securitized assets
and select high yield and bank loan positions were among the top contributors during the period. The Fund continues to be
positioned with relatively low levels of risk and a bias toward liquidity. Overall duration ended the quarter at 0.52 years.
Cash exposure in the portfolio remains high at approximately 30%.

Diamond Hill Lg Cap;Y (DHLYX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The Diamond Hill Large Cap strategy outperformed the Russell 1000 Value Index during the second quarter.
Security selection drove results during the quarter as sector positioning had minimal impact overall. Results were strongest
within the financials, information technology and consumer discretionary sectors. Rising interest rates were a tailwind for
many financial companies during the quarter and the portfolio’s investments in JPMorgan, Morgan Stanley, American
International Group, and Capital One benefited as a result. Lack of exposure to the utilities sector buoyed results as this
was the worst performing sector within the Index, however these relative gains were offset by a large overweight to the
consumer discretionary sector. The strategy struggled to add value within the industrials and health care sectors. United
Technologies and Medtronic both underperformed within their respective sectors.

MainStay:Lg Cap Gr;I (MLAIX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The Mainstay Large Cap Growth strategy (managed by Winslow) strategy outperformed the Russell 1000
Growth Index during the second quarter. Strong relative performance in the consumer discretionary and information
technology sectors was the key contributor during the quarter. Among the top contributors within the discretionary sector
were Amazon.com, Dollar General, Nike and Ulta Salons. Within technology, Mobileye and Broadcom both posted returns
over 20%. Shares of Broadcom rose as the stock was acquired at a substantial premium. Also contributing to relative gains
during the quarter was an underweight allocation to industrials and consumer staples. However, offsetting the strategy’s
relative returns was unfavorable stock selection in the industrials, energy and health care sectors. Airline holding Delta Air
Lines and railroad company Union Pacific were top detractors within the industrials sector. Other holdings that weighed on
relative performance were Range Resources, Schlumberger and Hilton Worldwide.

Winslow Capital announced that Clark Winslow will be stepping down as CEO at the end of 2015 and Justin Kelly, current
CIO and lead portfolio manager, will be taking on the CEO role.

Boston Trust Small Cap (BOSOX) Watch 2Q 2015 2Q 2015 - The Boston Trust Small Cap Fund trailed the Russell 2000 Index in the second quarter. Negative security selection
in the healthcare, consumer discretionary and technology sectors accounted for this quarter's underperformance. Within
healthcare, the Fund's underweight to biotechnology stocks accounted for much of this quarter's underperformance.
Biotech firm's outperformed the non-biotech healthcare firms by more than 11% for the period. The biotech industry
comprises 7% of the Russell 2000 Index compared to 0% in the Boston Trust Small Cap portfolio. Boston Trust does not
own these type of companies as they do not meet their investment criteria given their somewhat speculative nature. On
the positive side, stock selection in the energy and financials sector added to returns. The Fund was placed on watch this
quarter due to recent underperformance relative to the benchmark and peers. This quarter marks the tenth one in a row
underperforming the Russell 2000 Index. As a result of the recent underperformance, the Fund now trails the benchmark
in the longer five and seven year trailing return periods.

International Equity

Dodge & Cox Intl Stock (DODFX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The Dodge & Cox International Stock Fund declined during the second quarter and underperformed its
benchmark, the MSCI ACWI ex-US Value Index. Non-US markets were slightly positive in the period as positive economic
news in Japan and Europe, stabilizing oil prices, and further accommodative monetary policies in emerging markets were
offset by concerns with Greece’s debt and status in the euro zone and the steep selloff in the Chinese equity markets late
in the quarter. The Fund’s underperformance was driven by an overweight exposure to the weak IT sector as well as poor
stock selection within IT, industrials, and emerging markets financials. The portfolio’s worst performing positions included
Ericsson (-16%), Samsung (-12%), Kasikornbank (-20%), Tyco (-10%), and Schneider Electric (-9%). Additional detractors
outside of these sectors included Teck Resources (-27%) and BMW (-11%). On the positive side, the portfolio’s media,
consumer staples, and European and UK financials holdings boosted returns led by Grupo Televisa (+18%), Imperial
Tobacco (+10%), Lloyds Banking Group (+16%), and Barclays (+14%). Positions in Petrobras (+34%), Nintendo (+14%), and
MTN Group (+11%) also added value.

American Funds EuPc;R-6 (RERGX) Maintain 2Q 2015 – The American Funds EuroPacific Growth Fund rose during the second quarter and outperformed its benchmark,
the MSCI ACWI ex-US Index. Non-US markets were slightly positive in the period as positive economic news in Japan and
Europe, stabilizing oil prices, and further accommodative monetary policies in emerging markets were offset by concerns
with Greece’s debt and status in the euro zone and the steep selloff in the Chinese equity markets late in the quarter. The
Fund generated all of its outperformance from its developed markets exposure while its emerging markets holdings, most
notably within China and India, were among the largest detractors. Positions in Tech Mahindra and Baidu were the top
detractors in these regions. On a sector basis, strong stock selection within the IT, consumer discretionary, and consumer
staples sectors boosted returns led by positions in Murata Manufacturing, Nintendo, Altice, and Associated British Foods.
Conversely, stock selection within the industrials sector weighed on results with the largest detractor being International
Consolidated Airlines Group whose shares slid as the price of oil rebounded.

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2Q 2015 – The MetWest Total Return fund produced negative absolute results but outpaced its
benchmark and most peers during the second quarter. Rising interest rates and widening
investment grade credit spreads led to negative absolute results across broad fixed income
markets. Outperformance was largely driven by a short duration position and an underweight
position in corporate credit. Positions in non-agency mortgages once again contributed to
performance for the fund as the sector continued to benefit from improving fundamentals. ABS
positions rounded out the list of contributors as the sector provided protection from rising rates.
The portfolio’s yield curve positioning had a slight negative impact on results as the Fund was
biased toward the 7-10 year part of the curve. Portfolio positioning was mostly unchanged
during the period although MetWest slightly added to duration and will continue doing so as
rates rise. Overall positioning remains conservative as the team believes that the credit cycles is
exhibiting signs of a later stage. Securitized exposure remains a focus over corporate credit with
overweight allocations to high quality ABS and CMBS.

Duration and yield curve
positioning were the leading detractors as the portfolio was hurt by rising rates and a steeper
curve. Security selection was positive in most areas of the portfolio and helped offset the impact
of an overweight to corporate bonds and an underweight to agency MBS which detracted. Out of
benchmark exposure to non-agency MBS and high yield bonds were among the top contributors
during the period. Western continues to anticipate modest growth in the U.S. economy. Given
that outlook, the team continues to overweight spread sectors with strong fundamentals
including high yield corporates with an emphasis on the energy sector. Interest rate positioning
will continue to be tactical with a bias toward a longer profile and an overweight to longer
maturities.

The majority of the portfolio’s duration comes from investment grade
credit, municipal bonds, and emerging market positions which offset negative exposure to
Treasury yields. Absolute return strategies in Europe and the portfolio’s macro strategies (equity
and FX exposures) were leading detractors in June. Securitized assets and select high yield and
bank loan positions were among the top contributors during the period. The Fund continues to
be positioned with relatively low levels of risk and a bias toward liquidity. Overall duration ended
the quarter at 0.52 years. Cash exposure in the portfolio remains high at approximately 30%.

Lack of exposure to
the utilities sector buoyed results as this was the worst performing sector within the Index,
however these relative gains were offset by a large overweight to the consumer discretionary
sector. The strategy struggled to add value within the industrials and health care sectors. United
Technologies and Medtronic both underperformed within their respective sectors.

2Q 2015 – The Mainstay Large Cap Growth strategy (managed by Winslow) strategy
outperformed the Russell 1000 Growth Index during the second quarter. Strong relative
performance in the consumer discretionary and information technology sectors was the key
contributor during the quarter. Among the top contributors within the discretionary sector were
Amazon.com, Dollar General, Nike and Ulta Salons. Within technology, Mobileye and Broadcom
both posted returns over 20%. Shares of Broadcom rose as the stock was acquired at a
substantial premium. Also contributing to relative gains during the quarter was an underweight
allocation to industrials and consumer staples. However, offsetting the strategy’s relative returns
was unfavorable stock selection in the industrials, energy and health care sectors. Airline holding
Delta Air Lines and railroad company Union Pacific were top detractors within the industrials
sector. Other holdings that weighed on relative performance were Range Resources,
Schlumberger and Hilton Worldwide.

Winslow Capital announced that Clark Winslow will be stepping down as CEO at the end of 2015
and Justin Kelly, current CIO and lead portfolio manager, will be taking on the CEO role.

Negative security selection in the healthcare, consumer discretionary and technology sectors
accounted for this quarter's underperformance. Within healthcare, the Fund's underweight to
biotechnology stocks accounted for much of this quarter's underperformance. Biotech firm's
outperformed the non-biotech healthcare firms by more than 11% for the period. The biotech
industry comprises 7% of the Russell 2000 Index compared to 0% in the Boston Trust Small Cap
portfolio. Boston Trust does not own these type of companies as they do not meet their
investment criteria given their somewhat speculative nature. On the positive side, stock
selection in the energy and financials sector added to returns. The Fund was placed on watch
this quarter due to recent underperformance relative to the benchmark and peers. This quarter
marks the tenth one in a row underperforming the Russell 2000 Index. As a result of the recent
underperformance, the Fund now trails the benchmark in the longer five and seven year trailing
return periods.

The Fund’s underperformance was driven by an overweight exposure to the
weak IT sector as well as poor stock selection within IT, industrials, and emerging markets
financials. The portfolio’s worst performing positions included Ericsson (-16%), Samsung (-12%),
Kasikornbank (-20%), Tyco (-10%), and Schneider Electric (-9%). Additional detractors outside of
these sectors included Teck Resources (-27%) and BMW (-11%). On the positive side, the
portfolio’s media, consumer staples, and European and UK financials holdings boosted returns
led by Grupo Televisa (+18%), Imperial Tobacco (+10%), Lloyds Banking Group (+16%), and
Barclays (+14%).

Administrative Procedure Regarding Purchase of Service 

 
 
 The purpose of this administrative procedure is to describe the provisions of the Town of 
Trumbull Retirement Plan (the “Plan”) which permit participants to receive credit for periods of 
time during which they are not performing services for the Town of Trumbull (the “Town”) or 
the Board of Education of the Town of Trumbull (the “BOE”). 
 
(a) Qualified military service leave 
 
 If an employee is absent due to a period of qualified military service under the Uniformed 
Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act of 1994 (“USERRA”) and he or she is 
reemployed following that qualified military service while his or her rights to reemployment are 
protected under USERRA, then the employee will receive credit for the period of his or her 
qualified military service, provided that he or she contributes to the Plan the amount of the 
participant contributions that he or she would have made to the Plan during the period of his or 
her qualified military service.  This amount can be paid during the period of time that begins on 
his or her date of reemployment and that does not exceed the lesser of five years or three times 
the period of his or her qualified military service.  See Section 15.1 of the Plan. 
 
(b) Unpaid FMLA leave 
 
 If an employee is granted an unpaid family or medical leave of absence (“FMLA leave”), 
he or she will be considered to be a participant in the Plan for up to six months of the FMLA 
leave, provided that he or she continues to make his or her participant contributions.  If the 
employee does not continue to make the required contributions, he or she will be considered to 
have incurred a separation from service.  See Section 15.2 of the Plan. 
 
 If an employee is granted an unpaid FMLA leave and the FMLA leave continues beyond 
six months, the employee will be considered to be a participant in the Plan during the portion of 
the FMLA leave which exceeds six months, provided that he or she continues to make his or her 
participant contributions, and provided further that he or she makes an additional contribution 
during the portion of the FMLA leave which exceeds six months equal to the employee’s 
proportionate share of the employer’s contribution attributable to that portion of the FMLA 
leave.  If the employee does not make the required contributions, he or she will be considered to 
have incurred a separation from service.  See Section 15.2 of the Plan. 
 
(c) Unpaid leave of absence (other than for qualified military service or FMLA leave) 
 
 If an employee is granted an unpaid leave of absence (other than for qualified military 
service or FMLA leave), he or she will be considered to be a participant in the Plan for up to 
three months of the leave of absence, provided that he or she continues to make his or her 
participant contributions.  If the employee does not continue to make the required contributions, 
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he or she will be considered to have incurred a separation from service.  See Section 15.3 of the 
Plan 
 
 If an employee is granted an unpaid leave of absence (other than for qualified military 
service or FMLA leave) and the leave of absence continues beyond three months, the employee 
will be considered to be a participant in the Plan during the portion of the leave of absence which 
exceeds three months, provided that he or she continues to make his or her participant 
contributions, and provided further that he or she makes an additional contribution during the 
portion of the leave of absence which exceeds three months equal to the employee’s 
proportionate share of the employer’s contribution attributable to that portion of the leave of 
absence.  If the employee does not make the required contributions, he or she will be considered 
to have incurred a separation from service.  See Section 15.3 of the Plan. 
 
(d) Break in service with placement on reemployment list 
 
 A break in service occurs when an individual ceases to perform services for the Town or 
the BOE, other than due to illness, vacation or a leave of absence.  See Article II of the Plan, 
definition of “Break in Service”. 
 
 If an employee incurs a break in service and is placed on the reemployment list, he or she 
will be treated as being on an unpaid leave of absence (other than for qualified military service or 
FMLA leave).  As a result, he or she will be considered to be a participant during the break in 
service, provided that he or she continues to make his or her participant contributions during the 
first three months of the break in service, and provided further that he or she makes his or her 
participant contributions and the additional required contributions during the remainder of the 
break in service.  See Section 3.2(a)(i) of the Plan. 
 
(e) Break in service without placement on reemployment list 
 
 A break in service occurs when an individual ceases to perform services for the Town or 
the BOE, other than due to illness, vacation or a leave of absence.  See Article II of the Plan, 
definition of “Break in Service”. 
 
 If an employee incurs a break in service and is not placed on the reemployment list (or 
ceases to be on the reemployment list), the employee will be treated as a newly-hired employee 
if he or she is rehired.  Consequently, if he or she is rehired as a full-time employee, he or she 
will become a participant again on the July 1 coinciding with or next following the date on which 
he or she has reached age eighteen (18) and completes at least twelve months of employment 
after his or her date of rehire.  If the employee has no accrued benefit when he or she again 
becomes a participant (for example, because he or she received a refund of his or her participant 
contributions plus interest when he or she incurred the break in service), then the employee can 
purchase credit for the service that he or she performed before the break in service by making the 
contributions required by the plan administrator.  See Section 3.2(a)(ii) and Section 4.1(b) of the 
Plan.  In this case, the employee can purchase credit for his or her service prior to the break in 
service (not for any period of time during the break in service in which he or she was not on the 
reemployment list).

Chairman Jim Lavin called the Pension Board meeting to order at 6:37 p.m. at the Town Hall, Trumbull, 
Connecticut.

Investment Update – 1st Quarter – Chris Kachmar  
Mr. Kachmar spoke regarding the following: 

• Governance framework indicates that is the duty of the Plan fiduciaries to understand fees and 
services associated with managing the plan and to ensure they are reasonable.  He feels that 
the assessed fees of $35,000 are reasonable.  He went on to add that it is a good idea to adhere 
to “ERSIA-like” practices even if not subject to ERISA.  

• It was noted that the IMF cut its 2015 global growth forecast by .3%; it went from 3.8% to 3.5%.   
• In Europe and Japan where growth has been positive they are still in “stimulus mode”. 
• Interest rates have been volatile; from a performance perspective across capital markets, 

International is doing better than US counterparts.  The base interest rates are very, very low 
and the Bond Markets were up 1.6% over the last quarter.  

• Large companies overseas did better in the last quarter. 
• Growth stocks did better than value stocks over the last quarter. 

 
Mr. Lavin asked what we could do if the Bond Market should die.  Mr. Kachmar indicated that we have 
already taken steps towards this by making the decision to invest in Black Rock. If rates start to trend 
differently, we can discuss what to do with that portion of the portfolio. 
 
The first quarter was a little bit ahead of benchmark (2.0%) at 2.2%. The managers we use tend to have 
a conservative position.  We are trying to generate returns that are in excess of the actuarial target of 
7.5%, and have succeeded on a 3 and 5 year basis, net of all fees.  The managers’ conservatism at this 
point may not be a bad idea, since the program is doing what we want it to do.  
 
Most managers have held on very well performance wise; however, Boston Trust has had a rough time.  
The summary information on Boston Trust indicates they are quality oriented and buy at reasonable 
valuations.  They have demonstrated resiliency in being able to protect in difficult markets and have 
done this consistently.  Boston Trust does not like to buy levered companies. Their fees are slightly 
higher and their most recent underperformance can be attributed to the fact that they have no Pharmacy 
or Biotech investments.   
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Investment Policy – Draft 
The Chair indicated that the policy should read:  Town of Trumbull Retirement Plan, not Town of 
Trumbull Employee Pension Plan.  In addition, the Board will meet quarterly, not periodically and the  
Board will call special meetings, as necessary.  He went on to add that he also made changes to the  
section titled Rebalancing.   Ms. Pires indicated on page 5, section 4, the first sentence would be better 
worded, as follows:  Should the Board decide to invest in (hedge fund-of-funds).   
 
The Chair also indicated that we have a responsibility regarding investing; Mr. Meisner indicated that he 
would encourage us to lean toward ESG language when stating the areas where we will invest funds.      
For example, going in the direction of environmentally sensitive industries will show we are concerned as 
a Town.  
 
The Chair indicated he would work on the Policy, incorporating the changes discussed, and have it 
forwarded on to the Board members for their input.  
 
Annual Pension Report – Draft 
The Chair indicated that the changes made to the Annual Pension Report were good and asked if 
anyone had any additional comments.  It was noted that the return of 4.5% provided by FIA is based on 
a calendar year whereas the figures provided by the Actuary are calculated on a fiscal year. There needs 
to be a footnote on page 2 explaining the difference between the two in the Chart.     
 
The first paragraph for Long Term Improvement Plan came under scrutiny given the Town’s emphasis 
on the Plan is to fully fund the Arc each year. As members of the Board, we must support full funding.  It 
was decided to remove the paragraph.   
 
Ms. Pires indicated that instead of the Pension Plan, employees are eligible to contribute to the 401A 
Defined Contribution Plan, where the Town contributes up to 7%.  The Town invests their contribution 
with Mass Mutual.  The employees are currently choosing their own investments and the Town is not 
providing any oversight.  In addition, we have not provided any training to employees enrolled in the 
Plan.  As a Board, we should be asking if the Administrator is providing any education.  The Town also 
offers a 457 Plan that anyone can contribute to.  The Chair indicated that we have a fiduciary duty to our 
employees on the 401A and the 457 and someone should be reviewing the Fund performance.  Ms. 
Pires will discuss with our attorney and meet with Mr. Ponzio and Mr. Haselkamp.   
 
Mr. Knight indicated we should add an additional bullet under executive summary on page 1 that 
indicates the funded ratio percentage as of March 31, 2014.  
 
The Chair indicated he would implement the additional changes and forward it on to the Board members 
for their review before submitting it to the First Selectman.   
 
RFQs for Investment Advisor   
Ms. Pires indicated that the Town went out to bid for an Investment Advisor at the same time the Police 
went out to bid.  The Police chose to go with Wells Fargo, since BOA was longer offering the service.    
Ms. Pires asked the Board how we should proceed to evaluate the following investment advisors who 
have already been interviewed:  FIA; Barney Welch and Morgan Stanley.  It was decided that Ms. Pires 
will compile a chart highlighting the various aspects of each company, including the fee schedules, to 
present to the Board at the next meeting.

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Introduction & Purpose 

The Town of Trumbull Retirement Plan (the “Plan”) has been established to provide 
retirement benefits to those individuals eligible to receive them by authority of the 
Charter of the Town of Trumbull  Section 16.  This policy statement outlines the goals 
and investment objectives for the Plan. This document is intended to provide 
guidelines for managing the Plan, and to outline specific investment policies that will 
govern how those goals are to be achieved. This statement: 

• Describes the investment objectives of the Plan; 
• Defines the responsibilities of the Pension Board and other parties responsible 

for the management of the Plan; 
• Establishes investment guidelines regarding the selection of investment 

managers and diversification of assets; 
• Specifies the criteria for evaluating the performance of the investment 

managers and of the Plan as a whole.  

Investment Objective 

The Plan’s assets shall be invested in accordance with sound investment practices 
that emphasize long-term investment fundamentals. In establishing the investment 
objectives of the Plan, the Pension Board (the “Board”) has taken into account the 
financial needs and circumstances of the Plan, the time horizon available for 
investment, the nature of the Plan’s cash flows and liabilities, and other factors that 
affect their risk tolerance. Consistent with this, the Board has determined that the 
investment of these assets shall be guided by the following underlying goals: 

• To achieve the stated actuarial target of the Plan; 
• To maintain sufficient liquidity to meet the obligations of the Plan; 
• To diversify the assets of the Plan in order to reduce risk;  
• To achieve investment results over the long-term that compare favorably with 

those of other pension plans, professionally managed portfolios and of 
appropriate market indexes.  

Assignment of Responsibilities 
 
Pension Board – The Pension Board is charged with the responsibility of overseeing 
the assets of the Plan.  To that end, the Board’s responsibilities include:  establishing 
and maintaining the Plan’s investment policy, objectives and portfolio guidelines with 
respect to asset allocation, risk parameters, and return evaluation and for specific 
interpretation of said investment policy, as well as selecting the investment vehicles, 
and periodically monitoring the performance of investments. The Board, however, 
may establish rules or other resolutions governing its investment policy and may 
delegate to the Board members or agents the authority to act.  The Board will meet 
quarterly and may also call special meetings as required.  The Board shall discharge 
its duties with the care, skill, prudence and diligence appropriate to the

circumstances then prevailing.  The Board recognizes that some risk must be assumed 
to achieve the Plan’s long-term investment objectives.   
 
Investment Consultant – The Board may engage the services of an Investment 
Consultant.  The Investment Consultant’s role is that of a non-discretionary advisor to 
the Board.  The Investment Consultant will assist in the development and periodic 
review of an Investment Policy Statement and the Plan’s asset allocation, conduct 
manager searches when necessary, monitor the performance of the managers/funds, 
and communicate on other matters of relevance to the oversight of the Plan. 
 
Custodian – The Custodian is responsible for the safekeeping and custody of assets.  
The Custodian will physically (or through agreement with a sub-custodian) maintain 
possession of securities owned by the Plan, collect dividends and interest payments, 
redeem maturing securities, and effect receipt and delivery following purchases and 
sales.  The Custodian may also perform regular accounting of all assets owned, 
purchased, or sold, as well as movement of assets into and out of the Plan accounts 
(for example, to accommodate distribution needs).

The asset allocation target ranges set forth in the below table  A represent a long-
term view.  Short-term market volatility may cause the asset mix to fall outside the 
targeted range.

Rebalancing 
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The Board, in consultations with its investment advisor, shall direct the rebalance of 
the Portfolio to its normal targets.   Such adjustments should be executed with 
consideration to turnover, transaction costs, and realized losses over the long term 
under the following procedures.   
 

1. The investment manager will use incoming cash flow (contributions) or 
outgoing money movements (disbursements) of the Portfolio to realign the 
current weightings closer to target weightings for the Portfolio. 

 
2. The investment manager may provide a rebalancing recommendation at any 

time. 
 

3. The investment manager shall act within a reasonable period of time to 
evaluate deviation from these ranges. 

 
 

Selection Criteria for Investment Managers 

Investment managers/funds retained by the Plan shall be chosen using various 
criteria, including but not limited to the following: 

• Past results, considered relative to appropriate indexes and other investments 
having similar investment objectives.  Consideration shall be given to both 
consistency of performance and the level of risk taken to achieve results;  

• The investment style and discipline of the investment manager;  
• How well the manager’s investment style or approach complements other 

assets in the Plan;  
• Level of experience, personnel turnover, financial resources, and staffing levels 

of the investment management firm or fund.  

The Plan will utilize a multi-manager structure of complementary investment styles 
and asset classes to invest the Plan’s assets. 

Should additional contributions and/or market value growth permit, the Board may 
retain additional investment managers to invest the assets of the Plan. Additional 
managers would be expected to diversify the Plan by investment style, asset class, 
and management structure and thereby enhance the probability of the Plan achieving 
its long-term investment objectives. 

 
 
 

Securities Guidelines 
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The Plan’s investments may include separately managed accounts and/or mutual 
funds/co-mingled funds, including marketable and non-marketable alternatives and 
exchange traded funds.  The Board understands that managers have full responsibility 
for security selection, diversification, turnover and allocation of holdings among 
selected securities and industry groups, as particularly detailed in the Investment 
Policy Statement of each of the Plan’s separately managed accounts or in the 
prospectus/offering memorandum for each mutual fund/co-mingled fund/exchange 
traded fund in the portfolio.  No securities will be purchased, or carried, on margin.   
 
 
With respect to mutual/co-mingled funds, the Board will consider the following to 
insure proper diversification and function for each of the funds: 
 
1. The mutual fund/co-mingled pool organizations selected should demonstrate:     

(a) a clearly defined investment philosophy; (b) a consistent investment process; 
(c) an experienced and stable organization; and (d) cost-effectiveness.  

 
2. The mutual fund/co-mingled pool used will generally have at least a full three-

year track record, or its equivalent, and the individual fund/pool must have at 
least $25 million under management (or, as an organization, $100 million in the 
same strategy) at the time of selection. 

 
3. Each mutual fund/co-mingled pool will be regularly evaluated for proper diversity 

and each will provide material information on a timely basis. 
 
4. With respect to hedge fund-of-funds, in addition to meeting each of the three 

above-specified criteria, each fund-of-funds will include an appropriate number of 
hedge fund managers to be considered well diversified (?).  Investment strategies 
in hedge fund-of-funds may generally include:  long/short U.S. equity, global 
equity, derivatives, distressed debt and other fixed income strategies, currency 
exposure, arbitrage and event driven strategies, and additional strategies with low 
correlation to traditional asset classes.  

 

Proxy Voting 

Each investment manager is responsible for and empowered to exercise all rights, 
including voting rights, as are acquired through the purchase of securities, where 
practical.  Each investment manager shall vote proxies in the best interest of the 
Town of Trumbull Employee.  A copy of each firm’s guidelines, and/or summary of 
proxy votes shall be provided to the Board upon request. 

 
Investment Monitoring and Reporting 
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The Board will  review performance of the investments in the Plan on a quarterly 
basis.  Performance monitoring is the mechanism for revisiting the investment 
selection process and confirming that the criteria originally satisfied remain intact 
and that an investment continues to be appropriate for the Plan.  While frequent 
change is neither expected nor desirable, the process of monitoring investment 
performance relative to specified guidelines is an on-going process. 
 
Monitoring should occur on a quarterly  basis.  The monitoring process will utilize 
the same criteria that formed the basis of the investment selection decision.  In 
addition, a set of “watch list criteria” may be employed to track important 
quantitative and qualitative elements, assist in the evaluation process, and focus 
the Board on potential areas of concern. 
 
Watch list criteria may include the following: 
 

• Performance relative to benchmark performance over various time 
frames; 

• Deterioration of risk-adjusted performance; 
• Notable style drift / change in investment objective; 
• High manager fees relative to peers; 
• Significant organizational or manager change. 

 
Termination of an Investment Manager or Fund 

 
A manager/fund may be terminated when the Board has lost confidence in the 
manager's ability to: 

• Achieve performance and risk objectives; 
• Comply with investment guidelines; 
• Comply with reporting requirements; 
• Maintain a stable organization and retain key investment professionals. 

 
There are no hard and fast rules for manager termination. However, if the 
investment manager has consistently failed to adhere to one or more of the 
above conditions, termination may be considered. Failure to remedy the 
circumstances of unsatisfactory performance by the manager/fund, within a 
reasonable time, may be grounds for termination. 
 
 
 
 
 
Any recommendation to terminate a manager/fund will be treated on an individual 
basis, and will not be made solely based on quantitative data. In addition to 
those above, other factors may include, but shall not be limited to, professional 
or Town of Trumbull Employee turnover, or material change to investment 
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processes.  
 
The process for selecting a replacement for a terminated manager would follow 
the criteria outlined in the section of this Investment Policy Statement titled 
Selection Criteria for Investment Managers. 

Environmental Social Governance  
 
Meeting the long term funding requirements of the Town of Trumbull Retirement 
Plan is the top priority. Consistent with this goal is to pursue a policy of 
responsible investing. A growing body of academic research supports the practice 
of incorporating environmental social and governance (ESG) factors and other 
standard financial analysis when evaluating investment opportunities. ESG 
factors may help identify potential opportunities and risks. The Board encourages 
its managers to adopt principles of responsible investing into their analytical 
processes. Responsible investing focuses on improving long term, risk adjusted 
returns of the portfolio and does not apply exclusionary screens against specific 
companies or sectors. Relevant ESG factors will vary by industry and should be 
applied appropriately.   

Approval 

It is understood that this investment policy is to be reviewed annually  by the 
Pension Board to determine if any revisions are warranted by changing circumstances 
including, but not limited to, changes in financial status, risk tolerance, or changes 
involving the investment managers.  
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
