A Monthly Training Report in Public Relations and Specialized Training in
the month of April was presented to the Commission. This report was
compiled to inform the Commission of the various areas of training that
the TPD members participate in on a monthly basis.

The Connecticut State Police has made available a SNTF (Statewide
Narcotics Task Force) Monthly Report which highlights significant
investigations.

The FBI Task Force was highly instrumental in the investigation and
apprehension of the terrorist suspect, a Bridgeport, CT resident, as was
Trumbull Officer Scott Murray. Detective Robert Bracci, Trumbull Police
sketch artist, was called in as well.



Self-initiated activity by the State Liquor Commission resulted in
administrative violations being imposed on the proprietor of Marisa’s
Restaurant.

An arrest was made of the suspect in the recent “smash & grab” at
Harstan’s Jewelry at the Westfield Mall. This suspect is a career criminal
out of New York. After testing of physical evidence (DNA) gathered from
the suspect vehicle, an arrest of a second suspect will be made.

Ford Motor Company will discontinue manufacturing the Ford Crown
Victoria patrol vehicles. Our vehicles, Crown Vics, are equipped with
customized cages, consoles, computer mountings, etc to the
specifications of these vehicles. The cost to customize new vehicles will
be approximately $10,000.00 - $11,000.00.

The Trumbull Police Department is currently under reconsideration for a
grant from the Department of Justice in its second phase of their stimulus
program. This grant will provide funding for the hiring of two additional
officers whose yearly salary will be paid in its entirety through the grant
for a period of three years.

RDC (Regional Dispatch Center)

The Regional Dispatch Center, combining Trumbull, Easton and Monroe,
is still in the planning stages. Recently, First Selectman Herbst, Chief
Thomas Kiely, Chief John Salvatore (Monroe PD) and Chief Jack Solomon
(Easton PD) met with Congressman Jim Himes to discuss the funding for
the regionalization of the three above referenced police departments’
dispatch centers. Funding is provided by the State of Connecticut
through grants, which is based on regionalization. Congressman Himes,
after meeting with the aforementioned, fully supports the regionalization
and is confident that funding will be made available to go forth with this
project. Approximately $500,000.00 will be awarded.

Traffic

The Speed Trailer is in service along a construction detour route in the
vicinity of Oriole Lane, Fern Circle & Fernwood Circle due to speeding
complaints in this vicinity. Sterling Road, Country Club Road & Church
Hill Rd are also scheduled for inclusion in the assignment of the trailer.

The complaint regarding Whitney Ave & Rails to Trails pedestrian
crossing has been addressed by Officer Scott Thompson. His findings



were forwarded to Deputy Director of Public Works Theodora
Samadjopoulos who will be looking into the possibility of improvements
to the area. Traffic and Patrol Divisions will be monitoring/enforcing in
this area.

Assistance was provided by the Trumbull Police Department to the
Bridgeport Police Department in an officer involved motor vehicle

accident. Also, assistance was provided to the Shelton Police Department
in a recent fatal motor vehicle accident.
