CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Bellows called the Trumbull Health Board to order
at 6:06PM

Pledge of Allegiance.
The Board reviewed the minutes for the October 14, 2015

Moved by Ms Busch to accept the minutes of the October 14, 2015 without
changes, seconded by Eileen Pannese. Motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Capuano presented the Director’s report:

Ms. Capuano reported that on 11/18/15, an equitable division and transfer of
furnishings and equipment from the Trumbull/Monroe Heath District to the
individual Trumbull and Monroe Health Departments took place. The furnishings
and equipment will be stored by each Town until officially released by the joint
District. In addition to general furnishings and equipment, the Town received a
dermascan machine and a cholesterol machine. Ms. Busch advised that any
users of the testing machinery demonstrate competency prior to testing.

Operations:

e The Department has applied to the State Department of Public Health for
an outpatient clinic license to enable the Department to offer more
services. Ms. Capuano has prepared written clinical protocols and is
awaiting the State Department’s inspection. Manual was reviewed and
approved by Medical Director, Dr. Kunkel. Ms. Busch advised that the
protocols should be dated as some protocols will require updating for
future licensing requirements.

e Ms. Capuano reported that Anthem, Aetna and Connecticare provider
agreements are in place, We are still awaiting Cigna and Medicare. We
are working with Transact Rx for the billing. 380 claims have been
submitted to TransactRX for reimbursement as of 12/8.

Community Health:
e Ms. Capuano provided data regarding locations and statistics of the flu clinics
this season. Of the 700 doses ordered, 82 are remaining. 130 flu shots have



been given out directly at the Health Dept. and the others at: Trumbull Town
Hall, Board of Education, Stern Village, and Terisian Towers.

The office has prepared a binder consisting of press releases, Department
publicity and activities of the Department

Ms. Capuano discussed the upcoming 6 week program for individuals
identified with high blood pressure, indicating that they are compiling a list of
diagnosed individuals as possible participants in the program.

PPD tests are performed annually foreign exchange students that study in
Trumbull and return to the home countries in the summer. The Health
Department provided PPDs to approximately 50 students from these
programs. This year the school nurse read the results but in the future the
health department will read them as well. Any positive results (above 10) are
referred to Bpt Health Dept for treatment.

Environmental Health:

Ms Capuano presented an update on ticks being sent out for testing. There
has been a slight increase in ticks due to the warm Fall weather.

Regarding food licenses, the fiscal year begins 4/1. Five new restaurants
have opened in Town since July. Ms. Capuano presented a breakdown of
various temporary food licenses issued for one-time events. Fees will be
discussed at a future date.

Beauty license renewal date is 1/1. Twenty-nine renewal applications were
sent out, 12 have been returned to date. The remaining will be contacted.
Without renewal by 12/31, the establishments will not be allowed to operate.

Funded Grants

Emergency Preparedness from Dept Public Health — We are still awaiting the
funding of this grant. The department participated in a Call-Down Drill on
12/9 and had a good response. Ms. Capuano discussed the various aspects
of Emergency preparedness. We are in Mass Dispensing Area (MDA) 12,
consisting of Stratford (lead town), Trumbull and Monroe.

The Lead Poison Prevention grant of $3,944 has been received.

We are awaiting the funding for the Preventive Health Block Grant.

Moved by Ms. Busch, seconded by Ms. Charles and voted unanimously to enter
into executive session at 6:47PM.

Moved by Ms. Busch, seconded by Ms. Pannese and voted unanimously to close
executive session at 6:57 PM.

New Business: Future Board meetings will be held at 6:15PM, not 6PM

There being no further business to be brought before the Board, moved by Ms.
Busch, seconded by Ms. Charles and voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting
at 7.01PM.
