GoLp StaR MoTHER  MRS. MARY KIGHT — 83 YEARS YOUNG

Mary became a Gold Star Mother after her son, Warrant Officer Michael
Aaron Kight, was killed in South Vietnam on May 19th 1967 during a rescue
mission. She did not even know what a Gold Star Mother was but when she
found out she dedicated the rest of her life educating people, volunteering, and
supporting veteran causes.

Mary is currently the President of the Connecticut Gold Star Mothers and has
served a total of 8 years. She proudly wears her white uniform in schools,
convalescent homes, VA Hospitals and where ever there is a memorial service
or veterans affair. She was instrumental in bringing the Gold Star Mothers
Statue to Waterbury a few years ago which is handsomely displayed on the
landing of Waterbury’s City Hall. She is currently involved in the Gold Star
Mothers documentary “They Shall Live” and is member of the VFW,
American Legion, and the Waterbury Veterans Memorial Committee. Mary
has won numerous awards for her dedication to her Country.
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GoLD STAR SISTER ~ MRS. JULIE CARVUTTO — 94 YEARS YOUNG

Julie was born on April 18th 1918, the youngest of seven children growing up
in Norwalk, C'T. When WWII broke out in 1941 her older brother Martin
joined the US Army Air Force like so many brave men of that generation. Staff
Sergeant Martin F. Troy was the tail gunner aboard the B-24H Liberator
“Miss Fortune” when after returning from a bombing run on June 30th 1944
encountered foul weather along with three other bombers. A squadron of
deadly German Messerschmitt caught them by surprise and Miss Fortune was
shot down. The only crew member never accounted for until his remains were
found in a little village of Nemesvista, Hungary in the summer of 2007. For 63
years, Julie, lived like so many others, never knew the fate of her brother as he
was listed as MIA. Today, there are still 80,000 American GI’s still missing
from WWII.

Julie is a graduate of New Britain’s T'eachers College (currently Southern
Connecticut) and was a pioneer in the Head Start Program which originated
there. She retired after 40 years as an educator and has traveled all over the
United States, Canada, and the world. She has served in the Board of the
Norwalk AARP Chapter for many years and is an active member of the Golden
Age Association and is an avid Yankee fan!

GoLD STAR WirE  MRs. DOROTHY PRYOR — 93 YEARS YOUNG

Dorothy grew up in Connecticut; she was only 10 when the Great Depression
was at its worse so there was little hope for higher education. After high school
she took any job she could get working in offices and factories for mere $10.00
a week. She would marry young and had a son Gilbert, Jr. Only 14 months old
was the baby when she heard the news that her husband, Aviation Radioman
2nd Class Gilbert E. Marriott was aboard a plane that engaged with enemy
aircraft over the North Pacific on November 5th 1944. Other planes from his
squadron observed the crash and flew over but did not find any survivors.
Gilbert first was officially reported “missing” afterwards by the State
Department, by February, 1945 a letter to Dorothy from the Secretary of The
Navy confirmed that “her husband had indeed lost his life for his Country,
upholding the highest traditions of the Navy.” Over the years Dorothy would
volunteer at local hospitals and was a member of the Visiting Nurses
Association. She resides in Danielson, CT in the same home she has called her
own for the past 25 years.
