
ABOUT THE FESTIVAL
Join us for the Thirty-Eighth Annual Trumbull Arts Festival to take
place at the Trumbull Town Hall Green, Sunday, September 11, 2016
from 10:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M.

Sponsored by the Trumbull Arts, a municipal agency, the Arts Fes-
tival is produced by a dedicated committee of volunteers from the
community. During the past 37 years, many artists and craftsper-
sons have begun and continued their exhibit careers here. Both pro-
fessional and non-professional artists and craftspersons are invited
to compete for cash awards and ribbons.

The arts and crafts exhibits are enhanced by quality entertainment
throughout the day as well as a children’s creative center. There is
no admission charge to Sunday’s events or the exhibitor areas. The
Festival will take place outdoors, rain or shine.
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EXHIBITION POLICIES
• Separate exhibition area and categories include: Fine Arts (adult),
Photography (adult), Crafts (adult).

• Each participant is preassigned a space which is  approximately 10
feet deep by 10 feet long. Participants must use their own dis-
play racks, flats and/or tables within the designated area. There
is no limit on the number of juried items which may be displayed
and sold. Portfolios of work may be displayed within the desig-
nated area of the exhibitor. Demonstrating is encouraged.

• No commission is collected by the Trumbull Arts on sales of work.

• Each exhibitor is personally responsible for collecting and reporting
sales tax. You must have a Connecticut tax number to partici-
pate.

• All work exhibited must be the original work of the registered
artist, sculptor, photographer, or craftsperson. No agents or
dealers may register for the purpose of selling work that is not
of their creation.

• The Trumbull Arts Festival reserves the right to request any ex-
hibitor not observing a considerate and professional manner to
leave the site. It also reserves the right to request removal of any
work which has not been officially accepted during the jury
process, or does not otherwise meet the standards established by
previous Festivals.

EXHIBITOR RESTRICTIONS
FINE ARTS — No Crafts
PHOTOGRAPHERS — Photography only
CRAFTS — No commercial kits.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION
• Fine Arts and Photography participants are not limited by medium.
Crafts participants are limited to 10% in any one medium (i.e., pot-
tery, wood, jewelry, etc.)

• Prior participation does not guarantee acceptance in this
year’s Festival.

• All exhibitors must submit the following to be considered for ac-
ceptance:

— 4 photos of work, 1 of booth (no slides)

— Application form (or photocopy) from this brochure or the
web site at trumbull-ct.gov and click on Arts.

— A resume and description of current work in the medium 
you will be exhibiting (including prices of the items
shown in the photos)

— A self addressed stamped envelope

• INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL BE REJECTED.

FINE ARTS, PHOTOGRAPHY AND CRAFTS

• All applications must be submitted prior to April 10, 2016.
Jurying will take place the following week. Subsequent applica-
tions in categories that have not been filled will be juried bi-
monthly until the category is filled. Photos will be returned with
notification of status.

• Participants are encouraged to send recent publicity clippings and
photos of themselves and their work to be used in Festival pub-
licity.

• Applicants will be notified of acceptance by April 24, 2016.
