ConnPACE ALERT-  Due to changes in the Connecticut State budge, effective July 1, 2011, 

ConnPACE will no longer be available to individuals who are eligible for Medicare.   
 The ConnPACE Program will be available only to those individuals who meet all of the current ConnPACE 

eligibility requirements and are NOT eligible for Medicare.  Most current ConnPACE members, therefore, 

will no longer qualify for ConnPACE because they are eligible for Medicare. Medicare Part D will be the 

only insurance that will cover your prescriptions.   It is important for you to know how this change in the law 

will effect you and the steps you take to avoid having to pay more for your prescriptions. Please carefully 

review the letter sent to you by ConnPACE in June. For more information contact Social Services.
